SOCIAL JUSTICE HOLDS JOINT 
LEADERSHIP WORKSHOP WITH 

DEVELOPMENT AND PEACE

Parish social justice leaders and members of Development 
and Peace (D & P) received information and advice during 
a joint leadership workshop October 29 at Holy Child Parish. 

Archdiocesan Coordinator for Social Justice Bert Pitzel, 
Armella Sonntag, Regional Coordinator for the dioceses of 
Keewatin-les Pas/Prince Albert/Saskatoon/Regina and Dan 
Beveridge, Chair of Kairos, Regina each talked about their 
organizations, the work and projects they undertake.

Pitzel described the Church’s Social Justice teachings quoting 
liberally from various documents including Pope Benedict’s 
Encyclical, Caritas in Veritate (Charity in Truth) in which the 
Pope describes charity as the heart of the church. “Love must 
animate the work in Social Justice,” said Pitzel; “it is the way 
you carry out your ministry,” he told about 18 people who 
attended the Saturday event. He also spoke to them about 
leadership in their parish and their community and gave 
examples of successful projects they might consider. He also 
shared with them a manual he developed over his 16 years 
as Social Justice Coordinator. 

Beveridge gave the group an overview of the ecumenical 
nature of Kairos and the 23 international partners it works 
with on justice issues. Kairos does not get involved in projects 
like providing water and infrastructure; instead, it focuses on 
educating local people in the third world about their rights, 
“giving them an opportunity to voice their concerns.” 

Sonntag outlined Development and Peace’s five year 
education plan starting with this 
fall’s campaign, “Together We 
Hold the Future in Our Hands,” 
leading with small scale farming in 
the third world. “We are learning 
that small scale farming not only 
feeds the population but helps cool 
the planet,” said Sonntag. The fall 
campaign is on ecological justice, 
said Sonntag. “The bishops and the 
church have several documents 
out already about climate change 
and the need for us to be more 
aware of climate change and the 
need for us to be good stewards 
of the earth.” Sonntag said D & P 

chose climate change to start the five year plan because it 
has learned that third world countries are “disproportionately 
affected by climate change.” She pointed to the drought in 
the Horn of Africa, flooding in Pakistan, typhoons in South 
East Asia and the Haiti earthquake, all of which is the result 
of climate change. A speaker from Philippines earlier this 
year told the group that developing nations have the highest 
number of ecological refugees forced to move because of 
climate change impacting their environment.
